would like to share with our members and donors the important
APF activities of the past 6 months.

1. APF ISRAEL CRISIS FUND REPORT After placing on our
website and sending a special crisis appeal from Dr. Danny Laor,
the Deputy Minister for Emergency Preparedness, on the critical
needs of the Northern hospitals, it was very gratifying indeed that over $100,000
was received for our Crisis Fund. All of this will be distributed to hospitals such as
Sieff Hospital in Safed, Poriya in Tiberias, Western Galilee Medical Center in
Nahariya, and Rambam Medical Center in Haifa, with the hospital CEO’s given the
discretion as to how best to utilize these funds to help their hospital in light of the
recent crisis.

2. MISSION TO ISRAEL Three APF Board members, Drs. Paul Liebman, Michael
Frogel, and Charles Kurtzer, in addition to APF member Dr. Dan Moskowitz, spent
5 days in Israel in August in discussions with the Ministry of Health, hospital
CEQO’s, Israel Defense Forces Medical Corps, and the Surgeon General. They
conferred as to how the APF Emergency Medical Volunteers (EMV Program)
could function in any forthcoming conflicts. APF conducted a mock call up drill in
May 2006 which was quite successful and has generated a list of over 400 physi-
cians, nurses and other health care professionals ready and willing to go to Israel
on short notice if needed. The Ministry of Industry, Trade and Labor was very
grateful for APF’s effort and their letter of appreciation is included in this
newsletter (pg. 2). We are looking for ways to expand this program if lower level
activity conflicts occur in the future and physicians and other healthcare profes-
sionals are needed.

3. THE EMV PROGRAM Included in this mailing is an announcement of the
upcoming Courses sponsored by APF, in conjunction with the Israel Defense
Forces Medical Corps and the Ministry of Health. We hope that you will take the
opportunity to be part of this important and state-of-the-art training.

4. APF STUDENT PROGRAMS IN ISRAEL A 10 day mission, in conjunction
with the Taglit/birthright israel program, took place in June 2006, and there are
plans for another this summer. We clearly need additional funds to expand the
student APF initiatives.

5. APF FELLOWSHIP PROGRAMS APF was able to fund 50 fellowship awards
for the academic year July 2006-June 2007. Much of this funding comes directly
from your membership dues. The insert provides details on the awardees.

All of the above clearly indicates the scope and importance of our activities and
underscores the need for all APF members and donors to respond to this Appeal
with a generous donation. The events of July and August 2006 emphasize how
vital it is to provide continued support for Israel, and APF is a logical conduit for
such support.

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Israel in Crisis Mission

his past August, | had the privilege of being invited to par-

ticipate in an Emergency APF Mission to Israel with APF
Board members Drs. Mike Frogel, Paul Liebman and Charles
Kurtzer. Dr. Boaz Tadmor organized an incredible, whirlwind
tour for us, only two days after the cessation of hostilities in
Israel. We were provided with a unique glimpse of the Israeli
healthcare system under stress, including face-to-face meet-
ings with top healthcare officials, as well as visits to the trau-
matized hospitals in northern Israel.
Perhaps most importantly, we visited
with injured soldiers at Rambam Hospital
who had just returned from their tours of
duty in Lebanon.

APF Physicians at Several themes emerged from this trip.
S e T o> Most prominent was the apparent paradigm
shift in thinking among Israeli healthcare
leaders concerning the need for volunteers in times of crisis.
Dr. Mor-Yossef, Director General of Hadassah Hospital, artic-
ulated this perceptual change most clearly. He admitted that
prior to the conflict, he thought of the APF as primarily an
organization which provided fellowship opportunities for
Israeli medical professionals. However, when fifty medical
residents were called up for reserve duty, he recognized how
volunteers could have filled the vacuum created by their
absence. The call up left the medical staff and clinics severe-

ly strained. Continued on Page 2 >

One of the challenges in using medical volunteers is that there is often not sufficient time to train these people. Therefore, it is critically important that
such volunteers be familiar with hospital procedures in advance. Our trip to Safed underscored the need to have volunteers who had previously
trained at the facility with Israeli staff. Dr. Oscar Embon, CEO of Rebecca Sieff Medical Center in Safed, noted the critical role played by Dr. Bill
Schecter during the hostilities. Dr. Schecter, a US trained trauma surgeon from San Francisco, happened to be at a medical conference in Israel at the
outbreak of hostilities. He had previously spent time at the Medical Center and therefore, was able to easily transition into the critical care operations
and helped to save many lives.

Finally, all hospital directors in the North, as well as, the Surgeon General of Israel, Dr. Chezi Levi, emphasized the need to "harden" the hospitals in
the North. This necessity was visually reinforced to us by the shocking damage we witnessed to Safed Hospital. A katusha rocket landed on the roof
of the hospital, its ball bearings causing extensive damage not only to the roof, but also to the wall of an adjacent hospital wing. Implicit in the concept
of "hardening" is the construction of underground hospital facilities, as seen at Nahariya Hospital, which would make the hospital less susceptible to
damage.

Practical solutions to the above problems were discussed. One suggestion was the creation of a "matching" program where
volunteers would be matched with an Israeli hospital. The basis for "matching" would be hospital need and volunteer skills
and preferences. The volunteers would then agree to spend time, once a year, in the "matched" hospital to facilitate their
ability to help out in time of emergency. The reconstruction and upgrading of northern hospitals, including the construction

of underground facilities, is an expensive proposition (estimated to cost $3 billion by Dr. Danny Laor of the Ministry of Health),
and a long term project that would welcome the assistance of fund raising efforts by the APF. The APF could partner with
Israeli hospitals which already have fund raising organizations outside Israel.

Our trip was made all the more worthwhile by our visits with soldiers who were wounded during this last conflict. Their stories put a human face on the
importance of a well-prepared and adequately staffed medical system. | would once again like to thank Paul, Mike and Charles for inviting me on this
unforgettable trip. Also, my great appreciation to Boaz for his selfless and tireless dedication to the APF. Lastly, | am grateful to all the medical
personnel, the unsung heroes, who worked non-stop for weeks saving the lives of our Israeli soldiers and civilians.

Moshe Michaelson, M.D., Director of the Trauma Unit/Emergency

Situations in Israel, attended the Pan American
Conference (International Trauma Conference
2006) in Canada. The Conference focused on
multidisciplinary approaches to issues and con-
troversies of public health, disaster prepared-
ness, trauma system development, and delivery
of complex trauma care. Dr. Michaelson greatly
appreciated APF’s help to attend this
Conference, and specifically the lectures on
mass casualty incidences, about which he writes "were very interest-
ing and added a lot to my knowledge".

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Report of Taglit/birthright israel

Tour June 2006

hirty eight exuberant medical students from across America (and

one exhausted APF Board Member) participated in a very unique
tour of Israel. They were accompanied by eight Israeli medical per-
sonnel under a special birthright grant designed to encourage peer
contact between Americans and Israelis. The 10 day trip was a joint
project of Taglit/ birthright israel and the American Physicians
Fellowship for Medicine in Israel.

This was no ordinary trip; it was designed to be the journey of a life-
time. We kayaked on the upper Jordan, toured the Syrian frontier on
the Golan, sampled wine in Katzrin, encamped with Bedouin near
Dimona, hiked up Masada for sunrise, and splashed through Ein
Gedi, the Dead Sea, the Mediterranean, the Hula Valley and
Hezekiah’s tunnel in the City of David. We celebrated Shabbat,
played football, hiked through Neve Tsedek and old Jaffa, partied in
Tel Aviv (and Jerusalem) and shopped on Ben Yehudah Street. We
also prayed and sang at the Kotel, viewed the magnificent Chagall
Windows at Hadassah Hospital, cried with our Israeli companions at
the graves of their fallen comrades on Mt. Herzl, and cried some more
at Yad Vashem. And that was just the beginning.

We learned about the politics of the Middle East from commentator
Neal Lazarus, and the complicity of German physicians in the Shoah
from Dr. Tessa Chelouche, an Israeli family practitioner. We debated
Palestinian rights with our Israeli
friends in a mock Knesset session.

At Hadassah Ein Kerem and Assaf
HaRofeh Hospitals we learned how
Israel deals with chemical attacks,
medical injuries, and the psychiatric
trauma of the recent intifada. We
learned about military life and medi-
cine, and cutting edge of Israeli battle
field and rescue techniques at an Army Base and an Air Force Base.
We finished the trip with a visit to the Messer Simulation Center at Tel
Hashomer. That place was unbelievable! Just about every emergency
and general medical situation and procedure is duplicated with dum-
mies and actors, and we got to practice on them. There may not be
any other place like this in the world.

We had the honor of meeting Mr. Charles Bronfman, the co-founder
of Taglit/birthright israel while we were at Tel Hashomer. We knew
that he was the major philanthropist behind the program, but we were
surprised at how warm and approachable he was. | don’t think we
realized how important our trip was for us until he told us how impor-
tant it was to him.

The reality of Israel came to the group in so many ways. Simply hik-
ing the land gave us a perspective we could not get from a bus or a
cable car. The sites and lectures, the falafel stands and spartan hos-
tel in Tel Aviv, the "Great American vs. Israeli" football game (the
Americans lost), all contributed. The Israeli doctors, medics and para-
medics that accompanied us linked us to the place. Everyone
remembers getting news of the attack and kidnapping near Gaza on
text messages from the soldiers involved. We also remember that
one of our new friends was not with us on the last day because her
unit was mobilized for duty in Gaza. Events since then have driven the
reality of our experience home with a force none of us could have
imagined. The personal and professional growth the students under-
went was amazing. Perhaps the most important thing they got from
the tour was a new sense pride in themselves as American Jews with
a homeland in Israel. Most of them can’t wait to get back there.

Emergency Medical
Volunteer Program

he recent war has again defined the importance of the

Emergency Medical Volunteer Program. The Government did

not declare a State of Emergency but interviews conducted by
the APF Emergency Mission Team immediately following the war
revealed a common conclusion. A State of Emergency should have
been declared, and if the hostilities continued another week, marked
medical manpower deficiencies would occur throughout the country.

Another lesson drawn from the war is the need for a more flexible
EMV Program that can respond to Israel's medical needs in times of
a conflict that is greater than ongoing terror bombings, yet less than
conventional war. Plans are underway to better meet this need.

The EMV Registry has been transferred to a program that is internet
accessible to the EMV Chairman as well as Board Members. The
success of this new call up capabilities was clearly demonstrated this
summer by the success of a call up drill coordinated with the Ministry
of Health. During this “earthquake scenario” over a hundred volun-
teer contacts were made and availabilities confirmed within 48 hours.

The EMV Registry now numbers nearly 400 and is constantly being
added to and updated. New volunteers are always welcomed.

The unfortunate reality is that the EMV Program is more important
today than it has been since the 1973 Yom Kippur War.
